The 
SANIFAA has proven without any doubt that it has the capacity and 
funding to effectively host and run any event. 

 
PLEDGE: The commitment to effectively and efficiently host the WIAC 2011 and 

therefore this bid to the IFAA, was reiterated at the SANIFAA Congress on 
23 March 2010 where the SANIFAA Officers unanimously pledged their 
support.

This also offers an 
opportunity to introduce the sport of indoor archery to the youth of South Africa 
especially to the previously disadvantage individuals as part of their school holiday 
programme.  
 
 
VENUE: Rembrandt Hall, University of Pretoria Sport Centre 
  Pretoria, Gauteng Province, South Africa 
 
The University of Pretoria (UP) Sport Centre is located in Pretoria, Gauteng Province 
being the administrative capital of South 
Africa.  Situated in the heart of the famous 
University district of Pretoria, the UP Sport 
Campus is embedded in the most beautiful 
part of the city.  The UP Sport Centre is a 
pleasant 40min drive on the Highway from 
the OR Tambo International Airport of 
South Africa.  .

LOCAL CLIMATIC CONDITIONS  
 
ALTITUDE  
 
Highveld of South Africa: Up to 2000m Barometric Height   

 
Pretoria is situated at high altitude, 
approximately 1500m (4920ft) above sea 
level on the inner plateau of South Africa.    
 
Influenced by the warm temperatures in 
summer the barometric height in Pretoria 
rises up to 2000m (6560ft) and qualifies 
Pretoria as a perfect altitude sports training 
venue.  
 
The household name Highveld refers to a 
smaller section starting east of 
Johannesburg and stretching to the 

Swaziland border.  This part of the elevated tableland has the size of Belgium and 
encompasses rural and urban regions like Johannesburg and Pretoria.   
With altitude between 1400m (4593ft) and 1700m (5577ft) the upland plain can be 
described as fairly flat.  
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CLIMATE  
 
Pretoria: Subtropical zone  
 

South Africa stretches between the 22nd 
and 34th degree of southern latitude and 
hence is part of the subtropical zone.  
 
The climatic conditions in South Africa 
are largely dependent on the altitude of 
the area and its proximity to the ocean.    
 
Due to the height of 1500m (4920ft) 
above sea-level, the climate in Pretoria 
and on the Highveld is nice throughout 
the year.  Some even say Pretoria has 
the world´s best weather. 

 
Pretoria gets an annual average of between 8-10 hours of sunshine per day.    
Pretoria has fantastic weather with a subtropical climate.  Winters (June through 
August) are mild with chilly early mornings and evenings and warm sunny days.  
Average temperatures for June/July are 4º C (min) to 20º C (max).  Rainfall occurs 
during the summer (November to February).   Every season offers excellent sport 
participation conditions.  
 
 
TIME ZONE 
 
Central European Time (CET)  

 
As South Africa is not part of the territories 
operating Daylight Saving Time, hence there is 
no time difference to CET from April until 
October.   
 
From November until March the time difference 
to CET is +1 hour.  With a direct flight from any 
airport in central Europe travellers arrive within 
10-11 hours in Johannesburg without jetlag.

Hatfield  lies in the heart 
of Pretoria, just outside the city centre between Arcadia and Lynnwood.  
 
Hatfield is close to the University and to Loftus Versfeld stadium. Hatfield  has its own 
burgeoning business area, and the Hatfield Plaza with its shops and entertainment, as 
well as a number of restaurants are all located in the suburb. The centre of Pretoria is 
only about 5 kilometres from Hatfield and provides a good day’s outing if you take in the 
monuments, museums, old buildings and green spaces. Stop for tea at the Stables at 
Melrose House, just across from Burger’s Park. The park may no longer constantly be 
the site of midday picnics, but morning or afternoon tea is still high on the agenda, and 
guided tours through the house a must. 
 
In the other direction entirely, the National Botanical Gardens in Cussonia Avenue just 
beyond the CSIR, beckon any visitor to Pretoria, and from Hatfield it is an easy trip to 
make. The beautiful garden is divided in two by a 50 metre high quartzite outcrop, and 
paved nature trails make navigating the fascinating natural vegetation a pleasure. Take 
along a picnic and you’re set for a day of enjoyment. 
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FEATURED AND "MUST SEE" ATTRACTIONS IN PRETORIA 
 
Union Buildings  
Designed by Sir Herbert Baker and completed in 1913. Considered by many to be the 
architect's greatest achievement & South Africa's architectural masterpiece. This was 
the setting for President Nelson Mandela's historic inauguration in 1994.  
 
Brooklyn Mall  
Brooklyn Mall is situated on the corner of Fehrsen and Lange Streets, New Muckleneuk, 
Pretoria. Brooklyn Mall is situated in the heart of Pretoria's Eastern suburbs and is the 
dynamic hub of this diplomatic area. With a compliment of more than 170 retail stores, 
Brooklyn Mall provides a comprehensive shopping choice.  
 
Freedom Park  
The Freedom Park opened its doors in December 2007. It is a space where South 
Africans and visitors to the country can reflect on the past, and is an inspiration for the 
future. It is regarded as one of the most ambitious heritage projects the government has 
invested in.  
 
Kruger House Museum  
The last house in which President Paul Kruger was to live, between 1883 and 1901, 
before he left South Africa to go into exile in Europe, the Kruger House Museum lies just 
a few blocks from Church square, where his bronze statue takes centre stage facing the 
Palace of Justice.  
 
Loftus Versfeld Stadium  
In the city of Tshwane (Pretoria), Loftus Versfeld is situated 5 km from the city centre.  
 
Melrose House  
A beautiful example of Victorian architecture. The Peace Treaty of Vereeniging which 
ended the Anglo-Boer War was signed here in 1902. Today, Melrose House is a 
museum containing period furniture.  
 
National Cultural History Museum  
The National Cultural History Museum is regarded as a centre for living culture and it 
focuses on the diversity of the country’s cultures and history of its people. It includes 
objects, manuscripts, documents, records, photographs and publications on cultural 
history in all areas in South Africa.  
 
Pioneer Museum Silverton  
The Pioneer open air Museum in Silverton is set in a graciously restored Victorian 
settler farmstead complete with horse mill and threshing floor, farming implements 
intact. A visit to the three hectare area gives one a real sense of early farming culture in 
South Africa. 
 
Pretoria National Botanical Gardens  
The gardens contain indigenous plants from all over South Africa, including cycads and 
aloes, grouped according to their climatic region, all clearly marked. They are especially 
attractive in winter when many different species of aloe are in flower.  
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Pretoria National Zoological Gardens  
This is one of the most famous zoos in the world and the largest in South Africa. The 
most interesting feature of the zoo is the aquarium and reptile park. Visitors can also 
take a ride in the famous cable cars which provide excellent views of the zoo and city. 
See the koala bear from Australia.  
 
Rietvlei Nature Reserve  
The Rietvlei Nature Reserve is one of the world's largest urban nature reserves, 3 800 
hectares in extent, situated south of the city but still within the city limits. The Rietvlei 
Nature Reserve lies very close to the highway between Pretoria and OR Tambo 
International Airport at a height of about 1700m  
 
Roodeplaat Dam Nature Reserve  
The Roodeplaat dam was constructed in 1956 and was initially called the 'Pienaars 
Rivier Dam'. The Dam supplied the surrounding landowners with irrigation and was later 
developed into a tourism destination.  
 
South African State Theatre  
The huge State Theatre complex in Church Street in Pretoria / Tshwane, with its five 
theatres and huge public square, opened in 1981 as a non-profit, government funded 
company famous for lavish productions that saw overseas opera singers and ballet 
dancers grace the huge main stage. 
 
Transvaal Museum of Natural History  
On one of the major streets in the centre of Tshwane, the capital city of South Africa, 
lies what is regarded as the country’s leading natural history museum, open every day 
of the week. Founded in 1892, the Transvaal Museum of Natural History was originally 
buried away in a tiny room next to the clock tower on the ... more information  
 
Tswaing Meteorite Crater Museum  
One of only four meteorite crater museums in the world (the others are in the US, 
Germany and France) the Tswaing Crater and its museum lie roughly 40 kilometres 
north of Pretoria. ..Tswaing crater is probably one of the best preserved meteorite 
craters in the world.  
 
Tswaing Nature Reserve  
Just off the R35 north of Pretoria, the Tswaing Nature Reserve is incredibly beautiful. It 
houses not only a number of wild animals and a large variety of birds, trees and plants, 
but it is also the place of a 220 000 year old crater, the impact of a huge meteorite - said 
to be between 30 and 50 metres in diameter.  
 
Voortrekker Monument  
The huge monolith that is the Voortrekker monument stands as a major landmark on a 
low hill, just outside Tshwane (as Pretoria is now called). Depending on who you are, 
the monument that has some of the finest sculpture work in the country is either a 
reminder of apartheid or an important memorial for Afrikanerdom, but either way, it is 
worth a visit.
